Background Information for Script

Post Theater

The “Post Theater” was constructed within Fort Screven by the United States Army in 1930.  The state of the art theater was one of the first in Georgia to have sound features and was the delight of recreational activities for officers, enlisted men, their families and guests.  When Fort Screven was decommissioned in 1945, the “Post Theater” was sold with other military properties and became the “Beach Theater”. From the late forties to the early sixties, citizens and visitors on Tybee Island enjoyed movies and lifetime memories in the theater. After a few years the theater was closed, and left to time and the elements while various speculators considered a future use.  The “Post Theater” is considered historically significant and has been named as a “contributing building” to the Fort Screven National Historic District.  In the year 2000 a group of concerned citizens organized and formed Friends of the Tybee Theater to bring the theater back to life. 

Friends of the Tybee Theater is a non-profit-organization dedicated to the transformation of the post theater into an operating performing arts and cultural center. Phase One, which included roof repair and stabilization of the structure is complete. Phase Two of the project is the design of the interior. 

Once fully rehabilitated and operational, the Tybee Post Theater will seat 300 and provide a much needed multi-purpose facility for locals and visitors alike which will enhance our tourist based economy and fill a much needed void for quality family and nighttime entertainment on Tybee Island.

History of the Organization
 
Marine education programs on Tybee Island began in 1987 with beach walks and seining.  These classes were offered as an outreach program from the University of Georgia Marine Extension Service.  After tremendous response, the outreach program merited a location of its own.  In May 1988, only a year later, the Tybee Island Marine Science Center opened its doors. 
 
The initial sponsors of the center were the City of Tybee Island and the University of Georgia, Marine Extension Service.  These two groups were joined in 1990 by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) Gray's Reef National Marine Sanctuary.  The formation of the Tybee Island Marine Science Foundation in 1990 established another major sponsor. 
 
Currently, the Center is co-sponsored by the Tybee Island Marine Science Foundation, the City of Tybee Island and NOAA Gray’s Reef National Marine Sanctuary.  The Foundation is the primary sponsor and provides fundraising support and a Board of Directors.
 
The Center has grown from a staff of one to a full-time staff of seven.  The Center began with the hiring of a part-time director in the fall of 1994.  With a continued increase in group tours, visitors and support, the Center now employs a full time director, an education coordinator, marine educators, aquarists and an operations coordinator/gift shop manager.
 
Volunteers and interns continue to be an integral part of the operation of the Center.  Their assistance contributes greatly to the success of the facility.
 
 
 
Welcome to the Tybee Island Marine Science Center
 
The Tybee Island Marine Science Center (TIMSC or the Center) is primarily a
hands-on education facility for students of all ages from pre-kindergarten to Elderhostel.  Even after 20 years, the Center continues to attract thousands of students, boy and girl scouts and tourists from across the nation.  We offer a variety of programs that can be tailored to meet the needs of individual groups.  While age-specific programs are structured to meet the Georgia Quality Core Curriculum (QCC), our goal is to make learning fun. 
 
Public programs give visitors the opportunity to learn more about this fragile coastline and ecosystem.  The intention is to motivate people to protect the world we live in.  Personal interaction with the environment may encourage them to take what they have learned and apply it to their own lives, while they are on Tybee Island, and everywhere they go. 
 
The Center is located in the 14th Street parking lot, adjacent to the beach and the Tybee Pavilion.  Although the aquarium features marine life indigenous to the Georgia coast, you may find some tropical species displayed as well.  The aquariums and exhibits, with over 1200 gallons of salt, brackish and fresh water, are home to many species of fish, invertebrates, corals and other interesting sea creatures, such as the octopus and the amazing frog fish.  Several species of turtles, an alligator, snakes, toads and frogs are the Center ambassadors for the reptiles and amphibians.
 
In the popular touch tank, visitors and students are encouraged to hold a live Georgia State Seashell (the knobbed whelk) or feel the tickle of a horseshoe crab as its many legs brush across their hands.  Other touch tank inhabitants may include hermit crabs, spider crabs, other whelk species, sand dollars and sea stars.  It’s amazing how many visitors don’t realize that sand dollars are living creatures!  The Discovery Room displays whale, manatee, dolphin and shark bones, teeth and other “touchable” exhibits.  Visitors can safely feel a “shark” skin or touch a whale bone.  
 
We are proud to be volunteer participants in state-wide programs such as Coastal Georgia Adopt-a-Wetland biological & chemical Beach Monitoring, Loggerhead Sea Turtle Monitoring, the Marine Mammal Stranding Network and Invasive Species Monitoring.  The Center also participates in many community-based events such as CoastFest and Earth Day.
 
TIMSC does not rely on funding from any school system or government agency.  We operate and sustain the organization with program fees, admission fees, gift shop revenue, memberships, fundraisers, grants and other generous donations.

Old Savannah-Tybee Railroad Trail
Located along U.S. Highway 80, this historic 6.5 mile crushed-stone trail follows portions of the railroad bed line that connected Tybee Island to Savannah during the late 1800s till 1933. Walkers, joggers and bicyclists enjoy a scenic tree-lined trail with excellent river views and wildlife along the waterway and adjacent marsh.
